Remembering the Quaker Tapestry in your Will

The Quaker Tapestry is a registered
charity and so any gifts made to us
through your Will are exempt from
inheritance tax and may in fact reduce or
eliminate your estate’s exposure to tax.

There are a number of ways in which 
you can make a bequest. Legacies can 
be pecuniary (i.e. a fixed amount) or
residuary (i.e. a percentage of the value 
of your estate after all other bequests
have been made). 

When making a Will or amending an
existing Will, it is always best to consult 
a solicitor. 

He or she will be able to advise you 
and answer any questions, as everyone’s
circumstances are different.
