We have school visits that last anything from one hour to all day. The sessions can be tailored to fit your needs after discussion between our staff and the teacher. The cost is £2.50 per pupil and free for accompanying adults.

As well as the Main Meeting Room where we gather the group to start and finish your visit, we also have a schoolroom available for hire for £20 per half day. This room can also be booked for eating your picnic lunch if the weather is too cold or damp to sit outside in the Quaker Garden. The garden itself has interesting features such as the old Quaker gravestones that remain from when the garden was once a burial ground. The garden also contains many plants introduced into this country in the eighteenth and ninetieth century by Quaker plantsmen.
